Field Report For September 2025
Teacher Training
Prior to school resumption, all LLC teachers participated in a three-day Jolly Phonics training workshop organized by the outgoing P.D. The training introduced Jolly Phonics, covered letter sounds with demonstrations, and included activity-oriented sessions. Teachers were grouped into four to improvise classroom materials, and each group presented their work. The facilitators provided feedback and suggestions, and all agreed that the training was worthwhile. Key takeaways included the need to:
- Extend the training duration to five days
- Consider expanding training to upper primary subject areas
- Emphasize discipline, hard work, and practical application
- Combine theory with access to teaching materials.

Biogas update.
The biogas operator and engineer confirmed that the supersonic metallic tank produced sufficient gas. However, the engineer advised pausing further feeding to prevent potential explosions caused by accumulated unused gas. Next, we will test the existing kitchen stoves and work on the biogas purification chamber. The purification chamber is crucial for removing impurities, such as carbon dioxide and hydrogen sulfide, from the biogas, making it safer to use. It also reduces corrosion of stoves and other kitchen equipment. This subsequently reduces the risk of toxic gas leaks and explosions. Thus, funding is needed for this key piece of equipment in order for the biogas to become fully operational.
